Scholarship Application

The District 12 Scholarship program provides financial assistance to eligible participants who will attend
an institution of higher learning, including a certified trade school. This award is based upon the
applicant’s scholastic aptitude and acceptance into an accredited college, university, or trade school. The
student must have at least a 2.5 overall GPA, based upon a 4.0 scale, to apply.

The AMVETS District 12 Scholarship is available to eligible District 12 veterans, children of veterans,
grandchildrden in the care of the member, husbands and wives of veterans, or Auxiliary/Sons members
of District 12. Applications will be judged on completeness, ability to follow instructions, the content of
your statement, and transcripts.

The one-time scholarship will be awarded to individuals based upon the availability of funds but not less
than $200.00. The number of recipients will depend on the amount of funds received and the number of
scholarship applications processed. It will be the responsibly of the student to furnish the Scholarship
Chairman the required proof of enrollment prior to receipt of your funds which will be presented at the
annual meeting and picnic held in mid-July. AMVETS District 12 does not discriminate against persons
because of age, race, color, creed, religion, disability, gender, ethnic background or national origin.

The deadline for filing applications is May 15, 2026. With NO EXCEPTIONS.

The following items MUST be received on or before the deadline for your application to be considered by
the Scholarship Committee.
1. Copy of eligible District 12 AMVETS membership card.
2. Brief autobiographical statement outlining why you desire the scholarship and what your
projected goals in life are. This statement must be typed.
3. High School transcripts (for seniors) and if current in college or trade school, transcripts.
4. A good quality photo, black and white or color.

FAILURE TO SUBMIT THE AFOREMENTIONED ITEMS BY MAY 15 WILL BE CAUSE FOR
DISQUALIFICATION OF YOUR APPLICATION. POSTMARKED MAY 15 WILL ALSO BE
ACCEPTABLE.
